Originally published in 1939, the limited first edition was printed on one
of the final runs at Hervey White's Maverick Press in Woodstock. The
iconic block print on the cover of author Anita M. Smith in her "show-off"
herb garden, by Woodstock artists Maud and Miska Petersham, was used
for many years by The Herb Quarterly.

“The use of herbs is an ancient practice,” writes Ms. Smith in the opening
line of this charming book. Smith, a nationally known herbalist, provides
the reader with a brief history of herbalism, interleaving her text with
excerpts from ancient herbals. Next are chapters on Native American,
Quaker, and Shaker herbal legends and usage—as well as a discussion of
herb lore in Woodstock. She finishes with a suggested plan for a herb gar-
den, followed by properties of selected plants, and recipes using some of
her favorite herbs. The new edition includes an introduction, several nev-
er-before-seen photos and illustrations, a list of sources, and an index.

Evans takes readers on a tumultuous ride from the 1950s through
the ‘90s as she struggles to find herself, developing addictions to sex,
drugs, alcohol and nicotine. In the end it's her experiences as a wild-

life rehabilitator, and the wise counsel of a country pastor that rescue her
and usher her into a life of service. Peopled with a memorable cast of
characters, her saga is by turns shocking, humorous and inspiring.

From his very first article, a profile of a pool hall leg-
end in Kingston, Hollander has searched out the unexpected stories that give
Woodstock its character. He drives a doctor’s treasured sports car, plays with his
bluegrass band at a reception for Bill Clinton, hangs out in a boxing gym above a
police station in Catskill that trained Mike Tyson, and joins with Woodstockers
driving relief supplies to lower Manhattan in the wake of 9/11.

It also contains
many period pictures of the towers and the folks responsible for this often lonely,
rugged work. Increasing from three in 1909 to twenty-three by 1950, the towers
gradually gave way to aerial surveillance and then reports by the public. In 1990

Adirondack Civilian Conservation Corps Camps: History, Memories, and Legacy

The CCC was a public works program that operated from 1933 to 1942 as part of Pres-
ident Franklin D. Roosevelt's New Deal. It targeted single men, eighteen to twenty-five,
as well as veterans that had difficulty finding jobs during the Great Depression. The
program provided unskilled manual labor to environmental conservation and to de-
velopment of natural resources.

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Shop Drawings for Byrdcliffe Furniture: 28 American Arts & Crafts
Period Masterpieces / Measured & Drawn by Robert W. Lang

The Byrdcliffe colony was a short-lived but important producer of furniture in
the American Arts & Crafts period of the early 20th century. This distinctive
furniture featured colorful carved designs created by Zulma Steele and Edna
Walker. Robert W. Lang, author of the "Shop Drawings" series of books about
Craftsman furniture and interiors, researched these pieces and has created
detailed drawings for the construction of 28 pieces from Byrdcliffe, utilizing
both original pieces and drawings.

Introductory chapters explore the history of the colony and the people re-
sponsible for creating this unique line of furniture, including colony founder
Ralph Radcliffe Whitehead, Bolton Brown, Dawson Dawson-Watson, and chief
designers Steele and Walker. These chapters contain both period and contem-
porary photographs. The drawings allow for the construction of reproductions
or a deeper study of these designs.

Robert W. Lang has been building furniture since the 1970s and writing about
the process since the late 1990s. He is the author of Shop Drawings for Crafts-
man Furniture and Woodworkers Guide to SketchUp. He was formerly the exec-
utive editor and project illustrator for Popular Woodworking magazine and
currently edits American Period Furniture, the annual journal of the Society of
American Period Furniture Makers. Born and raised in northeastern Ohio, he
currently lives in the Cincinnati area.

Zulma Steele: Artist/Craftswoman

Levon Helm: Rock, Roll & Ramble

This title tells the story of Levon’s Midnight Ramble house concerts, which ran
from 2004 to 2012 and ignited his once-in-an-era comeback, the glory of which he
shared with us all. The book also offers insight into those places that shaped
Levon’s life—Arkansas, Canada, and Woodstock, New York; and those things he
held close to his heart—his family, his friends, his dog Muddy, and Team Levon.
The story wouldn’t be complete without looking at two things that sculpted Levon
Helm as an artist: his film career and the Grammy Awards he proudly won as a
solo musician long after his career with The Band was over.
